The Configuration for a Wired Ethernet Local Area Network
(LAN)

A wired ethernet Local Area Network (LAN), is the fastest and most
consistent connection of your network to the Music Player. Unlike
a Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN), it is not susceptible to the
many possible situations that can cause interruptions in the data
signal flow which would result in occasional breaks in the music
stream. Although a WLAN connection is very convenient and
flexible, the LAN connection method should be used if possible.

Important Note: It is the responsibility of the user to configure their
network properly, so client devices like the Music Player can make
a proper communication. Different operating systems, such as
Windows XP and Apple OS 10 require distinct configurations to
properly communicate with the Music Player. We will supply a
known working configuration for both of these systems in the
section called “Two Configurations That Work”.

Setting the Parameters for a connecting to a Ethernet wired LAN.
1. If itis on, turn off the Music Player.

2. If the wireless antenna is connected, disconnect it from the
back of the Music Player now._ This will cause a
communication problem and there will be no LAN signal
possible.

3. Connect the Music Player to the router of an operational
network using an Ethernet cable, plugging it into the LAN
socket on the back panel. If your network is not functioning
properly, the Music Player will probably not connect to the
network



4. Switch the Music Player ON. Select the Streaming Client
function by pressing the remote control button labeled SCL,
located in the upper right hand corner of the remote control.
The display window of the Music Player will automatically
display the following Menu Points. What we call Menu Points
are the choices available to be adjusted or manipulated.

INTERNET RADIO AND vTUNER

You are now on-line and ready to listen to Internet Radio
Music. How long did that take, maybe two minutes? If you
have no desire to access the music stored on your computer,
then you are done with the Music Player set up procedure. At
this point, you can listen to Internet Radio Stations using a
web based Internet Radio Station Provider called vTuner. To
access Internet Radio, move the cursor to the Internet Menu
Point, press the right facing arrow button, and you are now
accessing the menu system in the vTuner web site. From here
you can access music from all over the world using many
different search methods, such as Genre, Country, etc... With
over 11,000 stations and almost as many blogs at your
fingertips it won’t be hard to find lots of music you want to
listen to, but finding that unbelievable Brazilian Salsa station
the second time might prove challenging.

Theory and Application solved this problem by giving every
Music Player owner their own complimentary radio station on
vTuner. All you need to do is register your Music Player at
http:/ta.vtuner.com to let vTuner know it exists. When you go
to this vTuner web site, you start by entering your Music
Player’'s MAC address.

MAC ADDRESS

The MAC address is the Music Player’s electronic signature, it
uniquely identifies your unit and is determined by the
manufacturer. This Menu Point is the only one that cannot be
altered by the remote control. To find the MAC Address,
open the Configuration Menu by holding down the remote
control button labeled SRC, this is located in the outlined box
labeled MENU. The MAC address will look something like
this:

00:1b:9E:37:E2:ea

Enter the MAC address into the ID box on the vTuner web
site, omitting the colons and press the right facing arrow next
to the box. Complete the short and easy to follow procedure
and you have your very own radio station to configure as you
like. Everything you create on this web site will be available
on your Music Player instantly anytime your player is on-line.
